Description
The ewf-ntfs-files command traverses NTFS partitions inside an EWF disk image and retrieves MFT records. For each NTFS partition in the image, it parses the MFT and reconstructs the directory structure to output the full file paths.
If a parent directory cannot be found, <orphan> is displayed in the path. Records where the in_use field is false represent deleted files.
Examples
Retrieve the NTFS file list from an EWF image
ewf-ntfs-files /opt/logpresso/evidence/disk.e01
Retrieves all files from NTFS partitions inside the EWF image.
Retrieve deleted files
ewf-ntfs-files /opt/logpresso/evidence/disk.e01
   | search not(in_use) and not(is_dir)
Filters only deleted files.
Retrieve files with a specific extension
ewf-ntfs-files /opt/logpresso/evidence/disk.e01
   | search file_name == "*.exe"
   | fields file_path, file_size, file_ctime, file_mtime
Filters only executable files (*.exe) and retrieves their paths, sizes, and creation/modification times.
