The ldapsearch command connects to an LDAP server using an LDAP connection profile registered in the system and searches the directory. Each search result entry is converted into a record, and the entry's attributes are output as fields.
An LDAP profile contains server host, port, bind DN, password, and base DN information. The search is performed against the entire subtree rooted at the base DN (SCOPE_SUB).
The objectGUID, objectSid, and userParameters attributes are returned as binary type.

Queries all user accounts of person type from Active Directory.
Query members of a specific group
