Calculates the range (maximum minus minimum) of numeric values returned by an expression.
Syntax
range(NUM_EXPR)
Parameters
NUM_EXPR
An expression that returns the numeric values from which to calculate the range.
Description
The range() function evaluates NUM_EXPR for each record, tracks the minimum and maximum values, and returns the result of subtracting the minimum from the maximum. Non-numeric values and null values are ignored. If there are no numeric values to aggregate, it returns null.
Use this function in aggregation commands such as stats and timechart.
