Query parameters (${}) can be used in file paths.

Reads all sheets from /data/report.xlsx and outputs each row as a record.
Read a specific sheet only
xlsxfile sheet=Sheet1 /data/report.xlsx
Reads only the content of the Sheet1 sheet.
Skip the header row
xlsxfile skip=1 /data/report.xlsx
Skips the first row (header) and reads from the data rows.
Limit the number of records to read
xlsxfile limit=100 /data/large_report.xlsx
Reads only the first 100 rows.
