Test Connect Profile Connection
Attempts to connect synchronously using the specified connect profile type and configuration values, and returns the result (result, plus msg on failure) directly in the response. The call blocks until the connection result is available. When you also pass an existing connect profile GUID, any missing protected configuration values (for example, the password) are automatically filled in from the existing profile before the test runs.
Use this API for a quick connectivity check while a user is still filling out the create or update form: it only requires type and configs. There is no separate status query or cancellation endpoint. To run a full asynchronous validation with the same parameters as profile creation, use Test Connect Profile instead.
